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6.18 The Probate and Family Court will provide notice to DOR of orders
entered by placing in the DOR box a copy of all temporary orders for child support,
judgments of paternity, child support orders and judgments (including divorce and
separate support), all income assignments, and any decisions on other motions related
to child support. In those courts, particularly those having satellite sessions in which
there is no DOR box, the method of transmittal of such copies will be by placement in
the designated DOR box in the Registry of the division immediately upon entry of the
order or judgment.

6.19 The Probate and Family Court will distribute to the obligor, who is
present at the hearing, the obligor's copy of the income assignment, if available, or by -
mail within three (3) working days after the date of the court hearing.

6.20 The Probation Department will accept any lump sum payments proffered
by the defendant at a hearing where DOR is not present and will notify DOR staff to pick
up the payments within two (2) working days. '

6.21 At a hearing to establish a support order, the Probate and Family Court
may enter a support order even though the defendant fails to appear if the court
determines that valid service has been made and if DOR presents a prima facie case.
At a hearing to establish paternity, the Probate and Family Court shall enter a support
order even though the defendant fails to appear if the court determines that valid
service has been made and DOR establishes a prima facie case.

6.22 At a hearing to establish a support order for parties that are married
but living apart, the Probate and Family Court Department may enter support and “seek
work” orders if the noncustodial parent is incarcerated even if the defendant fails to

‘appear if the court determines that valid service has been made upon the noncustodial
parent.

6.23 At a hearing to establish paternity and a support order, the Probate and
Family Court may enter an adjudication of paternity, a minimum support order of fifty
dollars monthly and a “seek work” order if the noncustodial parent is incarcerated even ,
if the defendant fails to appear if the court determines that valid service has been made

and if DOR presents duly executed Acknowledgment of Parentage or a prima facie
case.

6.23A Upon receipt of a complaint for modification from a noncustodial parent
who is incarcerated, DOR will arrange to have the other parent served with a copy of
the complaint. In some instances, DOR will not schedule a hearing to pursue an
adjustment of the order until the noncustodial parent contacts DOR when he or she is
no longer incarcerated. In other instances, so that orders can be modified while the
noncustodial parent is incarcerated, DOR may file an affidavit from the inmate in
support of the complaint for modification, or use teleconferencing as appropriate, with a
built-in mechanism to ensure further modification upon the inmate’s release to the
community and renewed ability to pay.
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
