4.12  The Administrative Office of the Trial Court designates the Director of

Fiscal Affairs to will handle the financial aspects of this Agreement, and Alexander G.

Gray, General Counsel, who will handle the programmatic aspects of this Agreement,

as its contract officers. The contract officers shall be authorized and empowered to

represent and bind the Administrative Office of the Trial Court with respect to all matters

- relating to implementation of this Agreement. Such designation may be changed during
the period of this Agreement only by written notice.

Section 5. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CHILD SUPPORT
ENFORCEMENT DIVISION OF THE
MASSACHUSETTS DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE

5.1 DOR agrees to comply with the expedited processing requirements for
continuance of the exemption granted to the Commonwealth by the Department of
Health and Human Services, as defined under Section 3 of Public Law 98-378 (Section
466 of Title IV, Part D of the Social Security Act) and 45 CFR 302.70. Provided that
DOR is able to demonstrate that compliance with the expedited process requirements
would not increase the effectiveness and efficiency of its program (45 CFR 302.70
(11)(2)), DOR further agrees to submit a formal request for extension of the waiver of
expedited process through the Federal Office of Child Support Enforcement (OCSE) as
necessary to retain the waiver and to forward to the contract officers for the
Administrative Office of the Trial Court and the Administrative Office of Probate and
Family Court copies of any correspondence relating to the waiver within three working
days of preparation or receipt of such correspondence.

5.2  DOR agrees to monitor periodically its performance under the Agreement
and to notify the contract officer for the Administrative Office of the Trial Court and the
Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court in writing by first class mail within
fifteen days of its knowledge of any pattern and practice that would jeopardize the
waiver for expedited process. DOR agrees to discuss with the Administrative Office of
the Trial Court and the Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court
Department strategies for remedial action and, further, to assist in the implementation of
any agreed upon corrective action.

5.3 DOR agrees to utilize the Child Support Guidelines and to complete the
accompanying Child Support Guidelines worksheet prior to a request for any current IV-
D child support order or a determination of a past-due IV-D child support obligation.

5.4 DOR agrees to deliver in hand .to the contract officer and to any
signatories for the Administrative Office of the Trial Court and the Administrative Office
of the Probate and Family Court that is a party to this agreement notification of any
proposed legislation, regulation, studies or proposals which may relate in any
substantive manner to the IV-D program in the courts. Such notification shall be in
writing and delivered prior to or at the time of filing, if legislation; or no less than seven
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
