[image: image1.png]6.36 The Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court and DOR shall
conduct a statewide meeting as necessary to develop and to share solutions to
problems that have arisen on a local level. The Probate and Family Court shall require
a representative of each Probation Department and each Register's Office to attend the

meeting. DOR shall require DOR personnel who are present in the courts on a regular
basis to attend the meeting.

6.37 At least fifteen (15) days prior to incurring expenditures for training
purposes, the Probate and Family Court shall request the prior approval of DOR. The
request shall Specify the purpose and location of the training, the number of participants
and, if applicable, the titles of the participants. The request shall also describe the
manner in which the training will serve the needs of the IV-D child support program. All
training expendityres must be eligible for federal reimbursement. DOR will not approve
any training expenditure that it deems ineligible for federal reimbursement.

6.38  The Probate and Family court shall continue to work with DOR to ensure
the successfuy| implementation of the provisions of Chapter 460 of the Acts of 1993,
including the Sections pertaining to entry of a default order in a paternity case in which a
defendant fails to appear, the review and adjustment of child support orders, judicial

6.39  The Probate and Family Court will study the use of electronic filing of
documents by DOR, their acceptability to the court and, if deemed appropriate, take

measure to seek approval for use of such documents by revision of the relevant Rules
of the Court. ‘ '

6.40 The Probate and Family Court designates William F. Ryan, Jr. as its
contract officer. The Probate and Family Court contract officer shall be authorized and
empowered to represent and bind the Probate and Family Court with respect to all
matters relating to implementation of this Agreement. Such designation may be
changed during the period of this Agreement only by written notice.

SECTION 7. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE DEPARTMENT OF
' REVENUE IN THE PROBATE AND FAMILY
COURT DEPARTMENT

The duties enumerated below shall apply to any IV-D case, as defined in
sections 2.8, 2.11, 2.12 and 2.13 of this Attachment, whether or not the child or

Custodial parent receives or has received public assistance. They shall not apply to
non-IV-D cases. . _
